· Anti-Slavery International is not liable for any debts or costs incurred by an Anti-Slavery group.
· If an Anti-Slavery group acts in any way that Anti-Slavery International deems inappropriate or violates any of the terms of the Memorandum of Understanding, Anti-Slavery International will cease to recognise the group as an associated body. Anti-Slavery International also reserves the right to withdraw its support of an event and decline permission to use its logo.
